We are delighted to welcome you to the new academic session commencing from 1st April 

2026 (Wednesday) . (For Class Nursery dates will remain as informed during the orientation 

program)  

Kindly note the following:  

1. The timetable will be shared with the students on the first day of the session.  

2. During the initial days of the session, the focus will be on developing children’s listening 

skills and revisiting previously learned concepts. This will help in building a strong 

foundation for the upcoming class, after which the teachers will gradually move towards 

the planned syllabus.  

3. Teachers will be connecting with the children, helping them settle comfortably in their 

new class, setting up classrooms, and supporting them socially and emotionally. The initial 

days will also focus on building essential life skills.  

4. Students are encouraged to come to school in proper summer uniform, with neatly 

polished shoes and well -groomed hair.  

5. Old ID cards to be worn until the new ones are issued.  

6. For Nursery & KG: Students should carry a lunch box, fruit box, and water bottle only.  

7. For Classes I to V: Students should carry a lunch box, fruit box, water bottle, a rough 

notebook, pencil box, and colours.  

8. In case you have opted for the midday meal, the same will be provided to your ward.  
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9. For Nursery & KG: The school will remain closed on 3rd, 4th and 5th April 2026 . 

(Saturdays are off for Nursery & KG.)  

10. For Classes I & II: 4th April 2026 (Saturday)  as informed during the orientation, 

students who are facing certain challenges with FLN (Foundational Literacy and 

Numeracy) will be called to school. Detailed information will be shared shortly by the 

teachers. The remaining students will have an off.  

11. For Classes III, IV & V: 4th April 2026 (Saturday)  will be observed as a Bagless Day as 

explained during the orientation. Students should come carrying only a lunch box, fruit 

box, and water bottle.  

12. The school will remain closed on 3rd April 2026 (Friday)  on account of Good Friday.
